UPDATE ON SUDDEN OAK DEATH
Ron Rhatigan is the new ODF forest working on SOD.  He distributed a current map showing the generally infested area and the current quarantine. 
· Attacks, kills and lives out its whole life cycle predominantly on tanoak in our region
· Possibility to spread and impact across the whole tanoak zone
· Is thought to be moved by wind in moisture; wet weather conditions promote spread; outliers in very remote areas of RR-Sisikiyou Nat’l Forest not human caused for sure
· Law requires eradication outside of generally infested area
· No known prevention except to minimize tanoak in your forest, plant ahead to minimize impact of eventual/possible infection and death
· No known specific info on impacts to or plans for wildlife

ROUND ROBIN OF ACTIVITIES RELATED TO RESOURCE CONCERNS
Nick Morris/ODF
· Working with the conservation reserve Enhancement Program CREP.  
· Reminded us that any harvest activity requires notification to ODF.  
· In response to a question regarding land use going from forest to agricultural he said land use classification can be triggered when forest volume goes below 80 sq ft/acre; unless land use designation is changed reforestation is required
· Forest Resource Trust is a program that provides 100% cost-share on a loan basis for reforestation of underproductive lands; loan is repaid with interest at time of harvest
· Stewardship plans can be done and funds are available at a 75% cost-share
· BLM has 20,000 seedlings for sale at reduced cost

· Continue to offer cost-share on herbicides to private landowners
· Contacting and trying to coordinate with Coos Bay Railway on weeds-maintenance of right of way issues
· Plan to map/inventory weeds in Coos county
· Developing a weed guide for common weeds in the area
· Trying to promote more on-the-ground treatment

Tristan Huff/OSU Extension Forester
· Need for conversion of under stocked stands comprised of non-commercial hardwoods and brush to productive commercial species.  Many growers, ranchers and family forest owners own such land and are unable to afford the expense of stand renovation.  Consequently, this acreage remains fallow and is likely to remain unproductive indefinitely.   Actions including mechanical and chemical brush control, reforestation, and young stand management will be needed to bring this land back in to production.
· Coos County Wildfire Protection Plan has identified a couple action items;  Gorse on private land was identified as a priority fuel-reduction project’ need to reduce fuel loading in several rural communities was also identified.  Dangerous fuel loads are often associated with brush fields or overstocked, unhealthy forest stands.

· ODA's WQ program's priorities: focusing resources in areas with poor water quality and relatively willing landowners
· Ag Water Quality Plan updates: 
· Curry County: working to improve water quality in the Langlois Creek Watershed (tributary to New River).  SWCD has also started working in their second Focus Area, the Morton Creek watershed (tributary to New River). 
· Coos County:  SWCD has been focusing their work to improve water quality in the North and East Forks of the Coquille River; also interested in working with landowners in the Daniel's Creek
