WaterShe d The Conservation Security Program (CSP) was authorized by the 2002 Farm
Bill to reward farmers and ranchers who are implementing conservation on
1.23 million acres America’s working lands. CSP is a voluntary program based on conservation

accomplishments that recognizes the contributions of the best land stewards
and encourages them to do more.

Over 1,500 producers

In order to provide the best possible service to producers, the Natural
Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) is implementing CSP on a

75 percent of the Umatilla watershed basis. CSP was offered in 18 watersheds in 22 states across the

Indian Reservation country. The Umatilla watershed was chosen as a CSP priority watershed for
2004.
Land Use: CSP rounds out a portfolio of conservation for America’s farmers and
64% Cropland ranchers.

Over $5 million will be distributed to reward landowners for conservation in
Heppner the Umatilla watershed through CSP. This is more than any other state will
receive and credits the high conservation stewardship of land managers in
the watershed. In total over $8 million will be infused in the local economy
through conservation program contracts signed this year.
