The CC/UW BWG’s second priority for EQIP funding would be to address soil quality problems such as soil compaction, soil tilth, infiltration, and soil organic matter content by encouraging conservation tillage and conservation cropping systems on cropland. This is consistent with National Priorities for reduction of non-point source pollution as well as reduction in soil erosion, sedimentation, nutrient runoff by limiting livestock access to streams and managing the amount of manure applied to fields from AFO/CAFO operations.  Encouraging rotational grazing systems on grazing lands through the use of facilitative practices and management incentives will help reduce soil compaction and associated runoff.
