	The primary resource problems in Deschutes County are limited stream flows in the Deschutes River, down stream from Mirror Pond. Five irrigation districts divert irrigation water at Mirror Pond (located in Bend, OR.). Approximately 574,572 acre-feet of water are diverted to serve about 121,845 acres of farmland. Because of this, the Deschutes River is limited in seasonal water flows, which increase temperature in the river and affect the aquatic habitat.
