Early logging and farming practices of removed downed wood from creeks and cleared riparian areas.  The resulting increase in sediment loads in the creeks, and loss of structure (removal of logs from the creek) adversely affected the quality of the habitat for fish and other aquatic animals.  This coupled with ocean fishing practices and fluctuating ocean conditions reduced the populations of many aquatic species in the county.   Several of those species are now federally listed as threatened or endangered of extinction.
