B. Describe Local Resource Issue No. 1
The Linn LWG determined that the first priority for EQIP funding should be to address nutrient and organic waste problems, both on cropland and pastureland, through proper collection, storage, and use of fertilizers and/or organic waste. This local priority is consistent with National Priorities for reduction of nonpoint source pollution, reduction of groundwater contamination, and improvement of water quality. The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) has done a groundwater study to determine the current magnitude and extent of nitrate pollution of shallow groundwater in the Southern Willamette Valley. Based on the information gathered from this study, they have determined that there is sufficient evidence to indicate adverse impacts to the groundwater. Over 20% of the wells sampled during the study contained nitrate levels greater than allowable levels.

Groundwater from private and public wells is the principal source of drinking and irrigation water supply for a large number of residents in the Southern Willamette Valley. Demands for abundant, high quality ground and surface water will rise with the projected large increase in population. Left unchecked, nonpoint sources of surface and groundwater contamination will increasingly compromise this water supply.

B. Describe Local Resource Issue No. 2 

The Linn LWG’s second priority for EQIP funding would be to address soil quality problems such as soil compaction, soil tilth, infiltration, and soil organic matter content by encouraging conservation tillage and conservation cropping systems on cropland. This is consistent with National Priorities for reduction of non-point source pollution as well as reduction in soil erosion and sedimentation by limiting livestock access to streams.  Encouraging rotational grazing systems on grazing lands through the use of facilitative practices and management incentives will help reduce soil compaction and associated runoff.
