Screening for Gilliam County EQIP applications for FY05
The Workgroup would like to award Environmental Quality Incentives Program contracts and Ground and Surface Water contracts to first time applicants and to applicants that 
are willing to develop a Resource Management System Plan.  It was the consensus, of the Workgroup, to give priority to applicants that currently do not have an EQIP contract or Ground and Surface Water contract.  It was also decided that a landowner could 
submit multiple applications for ranking.  If one of their applications would receive funding, then priority would be given to the next highest ranked applicant that had not received EQIP or GSW cost sharing incentives. 

Gilliam County Environmental Quality Incentives Program applications will be screened as follows:

· High Priority when an applicant has developed or is developing a Resource Management System conservation plan and the applicant has not received EQIP or Ground and Surface Water cost sharing incentives.

· Medium Priority when an applicant has not developed a Resource Management System conservation plan and has not received EQIP or GSW cost sharing incentives.

· Low Priority when an applicant has a current EQIP or GSW contract and has received EQIP or GSW cost sharing incentives.   The applicant will not develop a Resource management System.   Low priority applications probably will not be funded.
