Procedure - This can be done without a field visit.

1. Process application from participant;
2. Identify area of concern(s) on an aerial photo with participant;
3. Screen application;
4. Rank high priority applications;
5. Develop or revise Conservation Plan based on concerns.  Available staff, workload, necessary permit acquisition(s), etc., will be considered when making this decision.

Notes:

· AFO/CAFO applications will be ranked with a special AFO/CAFO ranking sheet & sent to S.O. for funding consideration first.

· Forestry applications will be screened and ranked with a special basin ranking criteria.  Program applies to pre-commercial stands.  The program will not be used to be in compliance with Forest Practices Act.
· For irrigation funding, only the most cost-effective system that meets the crop requirements will be allowed for cost-sharing.
· Soil erosion must be documented to cost-share planting related practices (512, 550, & 342).  It does not need to be documented for 327.
