The LWG wants to improve native vegetation, especially in Critical Wintering areas for Big Game animals (see map) and encourage organic agriculture. Applicants from each zone will be ranked and funded within their own zones first.  All other applications will be ranked under the Umatilla county system and funded once the number one resource concern applications are funded. If the applicant has successfully adopted a conservation practice for more then 10 years or already has an EQIP contract with like practices on like land, he/she is not eligible for incentive payments.

1. Planning level desired:

A. The planned treatment of Plant Condition, Health and vigor will be at the resource management system level as found in Section III of the field Office Technical Guide (FOTG) or will meet USDA organic standards. Yes = 3 points. No = 0 Points.

A. The planned treatment of Plant Condition, Health and vigor will be in the Big Game Winter Use Critical Areas (see maps).   Yes = 3 points. No = 0 Points.
3.  Priority Resource Concerns

A.  Does the application address Plant Condition Health and Vigor; (Chose one letter only)
a. Through implementing a deferred grazing system Yes = 1 points.

b. Through (a) plus reseeding of rangeland to natives where needed and feasible? Yes = 2 points.

c. Through reseeding the rangeland to natives where needed and feasible, and resting the range for two growing seasons or implementing a Rest Rotation Grazing System? Yes = 3 points.
