Primary Resource Concerns:
Applications on Non-Highly Erodible (NHEL) fields in the Winter Wheat / Summer Fallow Zone (MLRA B7 & B8). = 3 pts
Note: 50% of the County allocation is earmarked for this area.

Applications that lie in the Wildhorse Watershed Drainage. = 2 pts
All other applications will be considered a lower priority and will be rated and ranked when and if funding becomes available. = 1 pt

Program Impact:

Applicant requesting less than $35,000 / contract  = 3 pts

Applicant requesting between $35,000 and $40,000 / contract = 2 pts

 Applicant requesting greater than $40,000 / contract =1 pt

Priority Practice:

Applications with No-Till, Direct Seed, “Two Pass Mulch Till”  or Conversion to Perennial cover as the primary practice = 3 pts
Applications with Mulch Till as the primary practice = 2 pts
High Priority = 9 points

(These applications will be rated and ranked 1st)

Medium Priority = 8 points

Low Priority =  7 points or below

(Medium and Low priorities will be rated and ranked if additional funding becomes available and all high priority applications have been funded)
